1. SCOPE OF WORKS
2. PROJECT DESCRIPTION
The works comprise the supply of all labour, plant and materials necessary for the works involved in the design, documentation and reconstruction of three tennis courts, one half court multisport court and associated hard and soft landscaping as specified herein, and in accordance with the accompanying drawings and conditions of Contract, to the complete satisfaction of the Superintendent.

3. DESIGN
Design to incorporate all relevant documentation and certification for, but not limited to:
· Site Drainage;

· Base course compaction;

· Asphalt Concrete (AC) mix wearing course;

· Concrete, half court;

· Rebound Ace, Plexiplave or equivalent top coat;

· Line Marking;

Design to ensure minimum 30 years design life. Refer to attached drawing for guide to design.

4.  MANAGEMENT PLANS


In addition to completing, as necessary, the incomplete portions of the tender documents listed in clause 3, the Tenderer must prepare and submit a Management Plan dealing with:

6.  PERIOD OF CONTRACT

The Contract shall be for a period of fourteen weeks.  The commencement date shall be the date agreed between the appointed Tenderer and the Principal not exceeding two weeks after that Tenderer is formally notified in writing of the Principal’s acceptance of the Tender offer.

7.  AMENDMENTS TO TENDER DOCUMENTS

No explanation or amendment to the tender documents shall be recognised unless by written addendum there to issue by the Superintendent on behalf of the principal.

8.  TENDER ENQUIRIES

15.  LODGEMENT OF TENDERS

All tenders for this Contract must be lodged through the City of Darwin electronic tender portal www.tenderlink.com/darwin. 

The size of the files the Tenderer wishes to transfer will determine how long it takes to make a submission.

To make an electronic submission the Tenderer must:

i. Ensure ALL files are uploaded to the Electronic Tenders Box (ETB) PRIOR to the closing time and date. PLEASE NOTE: The ETB closes automatically at this time. File transfers still in progress at the exact closing time of 2.00 pm Australian Central Standard Time WILL NOT be accepted and you will not receive an automatic "successful submission" email.

20.  TENDER VALIDITY PERIOD

Tenders shall remain valid for a period of 60 days.  If a tender is not formal or complete in accordance with the Conditions of Tendering the tender validity period shall commence from the date on which the tender is formalised or completed to the satisfaction of the Principal.

21.  ALTERNATIVE PROPOSALS

Tenders shall be submitted in accordance with the Tender Documents.  Alternatives will be considered if submitted in addition to a conforming tender.
22.  DISCREPANCIES, ERRORS AND OMISSIONS IN TENDER DOCUMENTS
Should the Tenderer find any discrepancy, error or omission in the Tender Documents he shall notify the Principal in writing thereof on or before the closing date for the tenders.

23.  ASSESSMENT OF TENDERS

24.  QUALITY SYSTEMS

The Principal recognises the benefits in dealing with Tenderers who have quality systems formulated in accordance with relevant Australian Standards.  Consequently, Tenderers with accreditation will, subject to other relevant criteria, be considered favourably against Tenderers who have no accreditation or those who do not intend to obtain accreditation.

25.  ACCEPTANCE OF TENDERS

The Principal shall not be bound to accept the lowest or any tender. The Principal reserves the right to accept a tender in whole or in part.

A Tender shall not be deemed to have been accepted unless and until notice in writing of such acceptance is handed to the Tenderer or is sent by prepaid post to or is left at the address stated in the Tender Form for the service of notice.

Unless a Formal Instrument of Agreement is executed, the Form of Tender, Conditions of Tendering, Special Conditions of Contract, General Conditions of Contract AS4000-19997, Annexure, and the Specifications, Schedules/Bill of Quantities Drawings attached and referred to in the Contract shall constitute the Contract between the Principal and the successful Tenderer.

26.  NON-CONFORMING TENDERS

The tender price is not be adjusted as a result of any costs of complying with the request for tender or associated with carrying out any matters and doing any things necessary for the die and proper performance and completion of the contract.

If the Contractor is a corporation, then in accordance with the Corporations Act or by email to the address shown in the Part A annexure.”


Clause 16 is entirely replaced with the following:

“16.   
Insurance of the Works 


The Contractor shall throughout the term of the contract maintain the following insurances with a reputable insurer:

In respect of all the Contractor’s plant and equipment used in the WUC, for their full replacement value;

(b)
In respect of all materials supplied or to be supplied by the Contractor as part of the Works, against usual risks, for their full replacement value.”

“31.
Working Hours


All WUC must be carried out during the hours of 0700 and 1800 Monday to Friday (public holidays in Darwin excluded) unless the Superintendent gives advance written permission otherwise.”


Clause 32 is entirely replaced with the following:

Programming

The program of works as completed by the Contractor during the tender process, and as subsequently amended from time to time with the written consent of the Superintendent, forms part of this Contract.

The Contractor shall provide an up to date program of works at least fortnightly, or within two business days of being requested, to take account of actual progress of the WUC and any anticipated effect on future progress of the WUC.”

Clause 37.2 is amended by deleting the penultimate paragraph and replacing it with the following:
