TERMS AND CONDITIONS 

1. The following Terms and Conditions are typical requirements for Bicycle Pod permits and outline key responsibilities, access conditions, and usage requirements to support the safe and fair operation of the facility. The Applicant is required to purchase Bicycle Pod Access Permit and Bicycle Pod Access Card via online portal as directed by City of Darwin. 
2. The Applicant agrees that they are required to hold an active Bicycle Pod Access Permit to use facilities. Applicant will not use facilities upon expiration of such permits and will take reasonable steps to finalise the cancelation of this Agreement including return of keys and access card. 
3. City of Darwin shall not be obligated to provide a designated space to the Applicant. 
4. City of Darwin may but shall not be obligated to: 
a. provide access; or 
b. restrict access 
to the Pod for set periods during the day or night. 
5. City of Darwin is not liable for any claim, cause of action or demand in connection with the Permit holder not having access to the Pod for any reason whatsoever but will use its reasonable endeavours to provide an alternative space to the Permit holder (in another location or place in its absolute discretion). 
6. The Permit holder acknowledges and declares that any bike parked pursuant hereto and any chattels in or upon or affixed thereto are not placed in the custody or control of City of Darwin and that the City of Darwin will not in any circumstances be liable for any loss or damage of any nature and however occasioned which may be suffered by the Permit holder or any other person arising from or contributed to by the parking of the bike/s pursuant. 
7. No modification or variation of the terms and conditions hereof shall be made unless evidenced in writing signed by the Permit holder and City of Darwin.
8. The Permit holder acknowledges that no representations have been made to the Permit holder by City of Darwin with respect to the terms and conditions herein and that the Permit holder has not entered into any contract or collateral warranty with respect to parking any bike in the Pod on the basis of terms additional to or in conflict with the foregoing terms and conditions as may be recorded by a document signed by or on behalf of City of Darwin. 
9. Should the Permit holder fail to comply with these conditions, City of Darwin has the right to terminate this permit effective immediately. 
10.  This Permit is not transferable and may be terminated by City of Darwin on notice to the Permit holder at any time. 
11. To the fullest extent permitted by law, City of Darwin makes no warranty or representation of any kind including as to safety, security, availability, fitness for purpose or general condition of the Pod. 
12. The Permit holder indemnifies City of Darwin and its officers, employees and agents from and against any claim, cause of action or demand, including without limitation reasonable legal fees (on as solicitor own client basis) and accounting fees, brought by or on the Permit holders behalf for all liability, to the fullest extent permitted by law, as a result of the use of the Pod by the Permit holder or its invitees. 
13.  The User acknowledges and accepts that the Pod is a shared facility able to be accessed by other uses at any time and is not staffed. 
14. City of Dariwn has agreed to grant the said access upon the above-mentioned terms and conditions. 
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
