Response

The General Manager Corporate, Natalie Williamson advises that
due to material supply issues outside of City of Darwin's control and
inclement weather conditions, the timing for completion of the
pavement works is delayed. Due to the uncertainty of when asphalt
supply will recommence a decision has been taken to install
compliant line marking, symbols, and signage so that the provision
of accessible bays in the area is met. These works will be
programmed as a priority and advice on timing of install will be
provided once confirmed.
